Above Recreating Michele and James’ striped wall at your place could be 
easier than it looks. “We used a plumb line to create each vertical line, then 
marked the wall with chalk,” explains Michele. “Using the chalk lines as a 
guide, we ran masking tape down each side of each stripe, then it was just 
a matter of paint, dry, repeat.” Below left Be bold and opt for dining chairs 
in different colours. Michele linked the colour story in the kitchen with the 
dining area by covering the chairs in shades that echo the gorgeous striped 
wall. Below An orange kettle adds a dash of vibrant colour to the stovetop.
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Stripes Resene ‘Drumbeat’ (brown), Resene ‘Breakfree’
