mailbox

glass pebbles

Attach the front and back panels to the
base, as shown, fixing with PVA glue
and galvanised nails.

Draw identical semi-circles on the tops of
two 38omm x 25omm plywood panels.
Cut out with the jigsaw. Mark a mail slot
about 220mm x somm on the front panel
and a 16omm x 20o0mm ‘door’ on the back
one. Cut these out. Sand rough edges.
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Glue glass pebbles and nuggets to the
mailbox front with a generous amount
of PVA. Leave to dry for 24 hours.

Apply one coat of Resene Waterborne
Smooth Surface Sealer to the alumini-
um roof. Leave for two hours to dry.
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You will need:

e 22mm freated plywood cut
to the following dimensions:

e 380mm x 250mm (x2) for
front and back of mailbox

e 250mm x 300mm for base of

e 900mm x 400mm ‘stucco’

Apply a coat of Resene Quick Dry
primer to both plywood mailbox sides.
Allow to dry for two hours. Paint the
mailbox inside with two coats of
Resene Nero. Allow two hours for
each coat to dry.

Paint the roof, back panel and ‘door’
with two coats of Resene Palm Leaf.
Allow two hours for each coat to dry. Fix
the door in position with the stainless
hinges and screw the latch in place.

Bend the piece of aluminium over the
plywood to form the mailbox ‘roof’,
as shown, fixing with galvanised nails
and PVA glue.

Mix the grout, according to instruc-
tions. Wearing latex gloves, work it
into the gaps between the pebbles
and nuggets. Wipe off excess with a
damp sponge. Once the grout has set,
remove residue with a clean cloth.
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
