Unfold back
into a square, then fold the opposite way. Unfold again.
Your square will now have a vertical and horizontal crease
mark through the centre of the paper. Turn your paper over
and fold each corner into the centre point until you have
a smaller square. With the folds side facing upwards fold
in two opposite corners into the centre point to create a
diamond. Repeat eight times with each different coloured
square until you have eight folded diamonds. Place a small
piece of double-sided tape or craft glue down the middle
crease of the back folded side of each diamond. Stick the
first diamond on top of the second, meeting their points
together at the top, lining the top diamonds right side with
the centre crease of the bottom diamond. Repeat this step
seven times until your star is complete. Stick to the wall or
hang in the window and let the light shine through.
